Chairman Leland called the meeting to order at 7:55 p.m. 

County Manager, Carol Borer, reported that the County Advisory Board approved the Supplemental Budget, with exceptions.  The DCRHA was given an additional $10,000 and the $150,000 for the addition to the County Administration Building was not approved.  The Advisory Board requested more detailed plans and the organization of a Building Committee (John Early and Warren Doty) to work on the project.  Discussion followed.

Chairman Leland introduced a letter from Commissioner Flynn disclosing that his son is a potential candidate for the Assistant Airport Manager position.  Mrs. Borer said she referred the disclosure to County Counsel.  Commissioner Flynn does not wish to sit on the Airport Commission for matters concerning this issue, so there is no conflict. 

Chairman Leland read a letter of resignation from Robert Wasserman, Airport Commission Chairman.  The resignation is effective April 15, 2000.  

The Chairman reported that the Intermunicipal Agreement for Emergency Medical Services passed in all 6 towns.  
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Mr. William Searle, Search and Rescue leader, presented amendments to the SAR Plan.  Benefits and liabilities were discussed.  The County Commissioners voted unanimously to approve the amendments to the Search and Rescue Plan.  The County Manager reported that she is impressed with the content of the plan.  She offered support should Mr. Searle require further assistance. 

Commissioner Carroll Moved to accept a gift of the dunking booth from the West Tisbury Fireman’s Association through the Dukes County Search and Rescue Team, the booth to be used for fundraising.  Commissioner Sibley Seconded the Motion that passed Unanimously.

The Commissioners’ visioning session began by discussing the role of the County Commissioners in relation to other groups, such as the All Island Selectmen.  The Commissioners mentioned the Intermunicipal Agreement, for example, and the need to take leadership in regional issues even if it means raising consciousness.  Commissioner Sibley asked that Bond Counsel be asked to clarify the power given to the Commissioners by the County Charter.  

The County Manager discussed protecting the County by bringing other regional agencies under it, for example, the Transit Authority and the Martha’s Vineyard Commission.  The need for press releases was reiterated.

Commissioner Carroll stressed the need to seek funding, bring in more grants.  Commissioner Collins asked, what is the Commissioners’ essential role?  He stated there should be a closer association with the people the Commissioners appoint, that the Commissioners should get educated about the activities of appointees, so they can give leadership.  Mrs. Borer agreed the appointees should report on their activities and policies.  There needs to be public awareness, a public forum.  

The Meeting adjourned.
