MINUTES

DUKES COUNTY COMMISSION

May 19, 2004

County Administration Building

CALL TO ORDER

Chairman John Alley called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.   Chairman Alley explained that this meeting was one of two statutorily required meetings annually, and it would provide for Public Comment.

ATTENDANCE

In addition to Mr. Alley, the following commissioners were present: Leonard Jason Jr., Paul A. Strauss and Nelson W. Smith. Other county officials and employees in attendance included County Manager E. Winn Davis; Sheriff Michael A. McCormack; Treasurer Noreen Mavro Flanders; Anson W. Krickl Jr., Associate Commissioner for Affairs Concerning the Handicapped; and Executive Assistant Brian S. Kinal, who took these minutes. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Smith made a motion, seconded by Mr. Strauss, to approve the minutes of the May 12 meeting, as amended. The motion passed unanimously.

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

Mr. Alley reported that he has appointed Mr. Sawyer and Mr. Jason to the new Alternative Revenue Committee. The committee will explore new revenue sources for the county. The chairman also read a listing of upcoming events from agenda calendar.

OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Jason inquired of Ms. Flanders how much free cash was left in the operating budget. She replied $1,800. He inquired how much money was anticipated from the return of the water-testing machine to the manufacturer, and Mr. Davis said the amount would be about  $38,000. It was noted that approximately $108,000 was anticipated in arrearages due the County from the Airport Commission.

Mr. Jason said he would like the county to find a way to give a cost-of-living allowance to its employees, retroactively for FY-4. Mr. Davis said he and Ms. Flanders had worked up cost estimates for 2, 2.5 and 3 percent COLAs. The cost would be approximately $5,000 per percentage point. It was agreed the idea would be pursued further.

Hearing no Public Comment, the Chairman accepted a motion to adjourn.

ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Jason moved to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Smith, and the motion passed unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:10 p.m.
