The meeting was called to order at 4:10PM.
Public Hearing was open for the FY14 Budget:
Martina asked if the DCC could review two changes and approve them. During a Barrier Beach Task Force (BBTF) it was asked if the County could enforce the rules and regulations currently in effect for State beach.  The BBTF would like to have the Sheriff enforce the rules of parking on the dunes by patrolling seven days a week for a couple of hours a day. This cost would be $3,500.00 and would be funded from the surplus.  The funds would be moved to the natural resources budget surplus line. A discussion followed. It was suggested that Eastville beach be monitored too.  A large boulder has been placed in front of the fence that keeps getting broken with hopes that it will deter people from entering that area.    
Melinda/Leon made a motion to approve $3,500.00 to be moved from the surplus line into the Natural Resources line to monitor State Beach. So voted. All in favor. Motion carries.

Martina requested that we appropriate $7,500.00 to pay for a generator to be installed at the Administration building. The overall cost of $15,000.00 will be split between the Administration Building and the Retirement office. 

Melinda/Leon made a motion to approve moving $7,500.00 from the current surplus to cover the costs of the generator for the administration building. So voted. All in favor. 

Melinda/Leon made a motion to close the public hearing portion of the meeting. So voted. All in favor. 
FY13 Supplemental Budget (Continued from prior meeting):

Martina said that additional $400.00 is moved from surplus into Integrated Pest Management’s line 51250 in regards to TJ Hegarty’s buyback of time. 

Leon/Melinda made a motion to approve $400.00 is moved from surplus into the Integrated Pest Management employee line. 
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for VHCAP and IPM:
Memorandum of Understandings for Vineyard Health Care Access Programs (VHCAP) and Integrated Pest Management (IPM) request for proposal (RFP).  All towns want to participate except Edgartown in an RFP for pest management. A discussion followed. It was questioned if skunks would be included. Martina said that it is possible that we may have two separate bids as some companies do not have a license to trap skunks.  All towns are on board for the VHCAP program.  
Mosquito Testing:
Martina said that the mosquito testing will take place as all the towns are interested in having that program continue. The County has an ad running in the newspaper and has advertised on the County’s website. TJ will do this first week and then train an independent contractor to continue the service. 
Manager’s Report: 
· Eastville Beach & State Beach Update:
Three new Carry In Carry Out signs have been installed at Eastville beach. On State Beach signs have been installed at each entrance in an effort to reduce the rubbish being left at the beach.  
· Renewal of ESRI Contract:
Martina said the ESRI contract will continue for FY14.

· Courthouse:
Martina said she has received some proposals for the sliding door for the Law Library and has had several chairs re-caned. She has a meeting with Carlton Sprague and an engineer coming from WJE to inspect his work to make sure it meets the specs they established when the project began.   
Old Business:

Noreen supplied the DCC with the FY13 Budget expense reports. FY13 income will be about 80K higher than anticipated. She reviewed the various transactions that resulted in the overage. The largest contributor is the Registry fees and land fees.
Leon/Christine made a motion to adjourn the meeting. So voted. All in favor.
Meeting was adjourned at 4:30pm.
