Noreen said there is a letter from the Massachusetts Trial Court regarding the audit of the Courthouse reimbursement. There was an issue with the Capital Projects and Noreen was using FY2013 for the windows project and they denied them all except the bills that were done in FY13. She was in contact with them and the issue has been resolved by putting those bills in the FY14 schedule. A discussion followed. Tristan asked if that affects our bottom line for this year. Noreen said no, it was basically for the reimbursement of the Community Preservation Act (CPA) funds and those funds go back to the Towns.
